Madrid and Barcelona -9 days]

Day 1 * Departure Overnight flight to sunny Madrid!

Day 2 *Madrid Meet your bilingual ICS program director, who will whisk you
from the airport to the picturesque historical center. Explore the rich cultural
heritage in the plaza mayor area, the perfect place to wander leisurely through
lively madrilefio streets and squares!

Day 3 -4* Madrid and Toledo Your morning tour of this grand European capital
city takes you inside the 18th century Royal Palace as well as the world-famous
Prado Museum to see masterpieces by Velazquez, El Greco and Goya. Enjoy a
free afternoon of Madrileno past-times: a drink at an outdoor cafe, strolling the
famous Retiro Park or town center, visiting the impressive Guernica by Picasso,
tapa hopping, shopping.... The next morning, head for Toledo, the capital city of
Spain before Felipe Il moved it to Madrid in 1561. The best way to visit this
spectacular hilltop city is on foot because of its maze-like streets. 16th century
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painter El Greco fell in love with Toledo, moving here from his native Greece.

Your visit includes his loftiest achievements at the Cathedral and the Church of

Santo Tomé. The city is also famous for its damascene jewelry and handcrafted
swords and knives.

Day 5 * Segovia Optional Some say this ancient ridge-top city looks like a
battleship forging northward through a sea of Castilian fields. Declared a World
Heritage City by Unesco in 1975, Segovia enchants those roaming its narrow
streets with an array of spectacular sites. Its 2000-year-old Roman aqueduct,
held together by gravity alone, will leave you speechless!

Day 6 * Zaragoza—Barcelona After taking in the famous sights of Castile, board
your private coach for Catalonia! Stopping in Zaragoza on the way to admire the
colorful domes of the Basilica del Pilar, we later reach Barcelona. How about a
stroll down the pedestrian center of Las Ramblas for some entertaining people
watching?

Day 7 * Barcelona Barcelona is almost a synonym of “style”. Antonio Gaudi,
Pablo Picasso, and Joan Miro are just three of the many great minds who have
left their mark on this uniquely artistic city. Our guided tour will take us to
Gaudi’'s spectacular Sagrada Familia church, down the world famous
“Modernista” trail to witness the marriage of art and architecture, to Montjuic hill
to see the 1992 Olympic complex, and then deep into the historical heart of the
city.

Day 8 * Barcelona You'll have plenty of time to explore the Barri Gotic,
Barcelona’s classic medieval quarter, on foot—the only way possible through
this ancient maze of narrow streets. You may also decide to check out the
Picasso museum, Spain’s best collection of this modern artist's work. Or how
about relaxing in the seaside Olympic village, at one of its many, posh outdoor
cafes, enjoying a splendid view of the Mediterranean sea.

Day 9 * Return flight or Mallorca Island optional Depart for the USA, or sign up
for an optional three-night extension to the Mediterranean island of Mallorca!

Days 1-2 11 Overnight flight

Depart the USA and touch down the next day in sunny Spain. Meet your
bilingual ICS resident director who will take you right into the heart of the capital
city, Madrid!
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Days 2-4 1 Madrid

Your guided tour of this vibrant European capital city gets you inside the 18th
century Royal Palace as well as the world-famous Prado Museum to see
masterpieces by Velazquez, El Greco and Goya. Take an evening walk through
the picturesque city center around the Plaza Mayor, and enjoy tapas and
leisurely conversation in an outdoor café. You may also join our optional
excursion to Toledo. The best way to visit this spectacular hilltop city is on foot
because of its windy, maze-like streets. Once the capital city of Spain, Toledo is
famous for its damascene jewelry and handcrafted swords and knives. The 16th
century painter El Greco fell in love with Toledo, moving here from his native
Greece. Your guided visit includes his loftist achievements at the Cathedral and
the Church of Santo Tomé.

Day 5 [J El Escorial-Valley of the Fallen

On the road to Salamanca, you'll stop to explore the amazing El Escorial
palace-monastery built by Philip 1, eternal resting place of Spanish kings. You'll
also visit another breath-taking site, Valley of the Fallen. This huge basilica,
tunneled into the heart of a mountain, commemorates those killed in the bloody
Spanish Civil War.

Days 5-18 [ University of Salamanca

Move in with your Spanish family and start practicing your Spanish! Later, join
your fellow students at the University of Salamanca, founded in 1218. Enjoy
two exciting weeks of language and cultural instruction. In addition to
immersing yourself in the Spanish language, you’ll delve into Spanish art,
customs, history and geography. You'll also enjoy Spanish cuisine, outdoor
cafes and the festive University-town atmosphere. A special weekend
excursion is also included: head for Segovia, famous for its 2000-year-old,
Roman aqueduct, and on to see the imposing 11th century fortified walls
surrounding the city of Avila.

Days 18-19 (] Seville & Granada

Travel down a two thousand year old Roman route through Extremadura—
birthplace of the Spanish “conquistadores”. We'll stop to take in breathtaking
Roman ruins along the road to Seville. Christopher Columbus’ tomb, the famous
Alcazar palace, and the panoramic are among the city’s highlights. The skyline
view of Seville from the top of the Cathedral Bell Tower (previously a minaret!)
shouldn’t be missed. Afterwards, climb high into the Sierra Nevada Mountains
to visit the last city to fall to the Christian forces on the Iberian Peninsula—
Granada! This is the site of the legendary Alhambra palace-fortress. See how
the all-powerful Muslim rulers lived before they were finally ousted in 1492. For
an even deeper understanding of Andalusia, join our optional Flamenco
Evening in the gypsy caves of the Sacromonte quarter.

Day 20-21 (1 Seville-Costa del Sol

After experiencing many sights and sounds of Spain, its time to relax and enjoy
a couple of days of sunbathing and water sports along the shores of the
Mediterranean before your flight home.

Day 22 [ Return Flight
Depart Spain for USA.
